PORTALS 2021

The situation with Covid 19 in the world, during the past 2020, emphasized the occurrence of new situations both in
the overall living and in the creative arts. It is the essential idea of the concept Portal to present the diversity of the
art world that has highlighted the importance and place of the illustration in everyday life as a basic element of many
other art products — from children’s journalism to comics and contemporary digital video editions — products to which
in the past months at different periods of isolation at home, the need to occupy our free time with this type of reading
has been increasingly imposed.

The historical development of the Macedonian illustration took place slowly and unobtrusively, but over time this art
discipline was recognized in the international circles as the Macedonian school of illustration with its authentic artistic
sensibility.

The illustrators mastered their art skills in the two largest publishing houses of that time: "Detska radost” and "Prosvetno
delo” - which reached their peak in the late 1980s and early 1990s of the last century.

However, the transitional socio-economic changes have led to the closure of many printing houses, newspapers and
magazines, automatically raising the question of the survival of illustration.

Fortunately, in the last ten years independent publishing houses have been established and they have enthusiastically
started the production of children's books and picture books. Suddenly, young and talented artists who have appeared
have brought freshness into the hibernating world of the Macedonian illustration.

It is the aim of the exhibition not to offer a complete historical overview of the Macedonian illustration, but to present
several generations of Macedonian authors who nurture a specific artistic expression. Through the works of Botev Ata-
nas, Velkovski Filip, Dimitrievski Mihajlo, Nikolova Jasna and Simoska Sanja, we have discovered only a small segment
of the richness of young authors who are currently involved in this branch of art. Whether it is a comic, art concept for
video games, children's illustration of graphic design, the thing that they all have in common is their enormous love and

commitment to this extremely difficult arti discipline.
